•	 The 10th National Eucharistic Congress will be a 
milestone within the Revival and a historic moment 
for the Church in the U.S. The reinstitution of this 
legacy will gather 80,000 Catholics in Indianapolis for 
a transformative experience that will bear fruit for 
generations to come.
